Information to provide EMS Personnel:

· Number of victims, Condition of victim

· First aid treatment initiated

· Instruct EMS to enter from Ka Uka St. entrance (across McDonalds) and follow the road on the West (Ewa) perimeter of the park.


Role of the First Responder (DOE AHCT, Head Coach, or Athletic Director)

1. Control Scene (gain access to athlete)

2. Initial Assessment (determine state of consciousness, breathing, and pulse)

3. Detailed Assessment (determine extent of injury/illness)

4. Call 911

5. Initiate Immediate care of injured athlete

Role of site coordinator / Manager and or host school administrator:

a. open appropriate gates onto fields.  
i. Gate at entrence
b. designate individual to “flag down” EMS at parking lot 3
c. scene control:  limit scene to first aid providers and move bystanders away from area
